CALL FOR ENTRIES
12 MONTHLY FEATURE SHOTS
2017 AS GOOD AS GOLD RESCUE CALENDAR

Submit one horizontal orientation (width greater than height — see example below), digital color photo of your
AGaG adopted rescued golden(s) or long term care foster dog. Best results are achieved with a 3.0 or higher
megapixel camera and a clean image of 2MB in size.

Horizontal orientation example:

Submit a typewritten story about your AGaG adopted rescued golden(s) or long term care foster dog using 50
words or fewer and including name(s) of dog(s) (story may be edited to fit the calendar’s format).
Include the following information (your address/phone will not be included in the calendar):

- Your name

- Your address

- Your phone number

- Your dog’s name now

- Your dog’s name when adopted (if different)
Photos that reflect a particular season, holiday, or special interest are typically more likely to be selected as long
as the resolution/orientation requirements are met.
Outdoor photos are preferred; no humans (or human body parts) should appear in the photo.
Professional photos must include a written release by the photographer.
Only digital/electronic photos will be accepted and multiple photos of the same dog(s) will not be considered.
If a photo is sent without the accompanying information and short story it will be returned to you for
completion and resubmission.

The 12 monthly featured dogs will be adopted AGaG dogs or long term care foster dogs only;

Dogs chosen for other areas of the calendar will be AGaG adopted or foster dogs;

Non-AGaG dogs will not be considered as featured dogs but may be included in the same photo with your As
Good as Gold adopted or long term care foster dog(s);

Any cover/monthly featured dogs in the 2013 or prior years’ calendars (2012, 2011, 2010, etc.) are eligible to
appear in the 2017 calendar;

Winners will be announced September 25, 2016.
